Meals and 
refreshments served on board. 
Day 2 Cairo Arrive in the Land of the Pharaohs. At Cairo International Airport 
you will be welcomed and assisted through immigration, visa purchase and 
customs by your tour director, then escorted to your hotel.

Day 5 Cruise After breakfast you will visit the West Bank, including the 
Valley of the Kings. The ancient Egyptians built massive public monuments 
for their pharaohs. They also spent time creating concealed underground 
tombs full of treasures. The most famed collection of such intricate tombs, 
the Valley of the Kings, became a royal burial ground for pharaohs such 
as Tutankhamun, Seti I, and Ramses II, as well as queens, high priests, 
and other elites of the 18th, 19th, and 20th dynasties. Then see the 
Temple of Queen Hatshepsut at Deir El Bahari and the Colossi of Memnon. 
Prior to leaving the Valley of the Kings, you visit an Alabaster workshop 
(Cultural Discovery Series) to see how vases and statues are made in the 
traditional ancient styles. Lunch on board, in the evening welcome cocktail 
party followed by dinner on board.

This 
Ptolemaic Temple is the only double temple in Egypt shared by two gods, 
the crocodile- headed God Sobek, and the falcon-headed God Horus. 
The temple has two entrances, two courts, two colonnades, two Hypostyle 
hall  s and two sanctuaries, one side for each god. This evening, enjoy a 
Galabeya Party after dinner. You are encouraged to shop and wear “The 
Galabeya”, traditional Egyptian garments native to the Nile Valley. 
Overnight in Aswan. (B,L,D) 
Day 7 Cruise After breakfast on board, you will visit Aswan’s High Dam, 
an engineering miracle when it was built in the 1960’s. The dam was 
completed in 1971 and the huge reservoir behind it, named for President 
Nasser, was finished filling in 1979. The High Dam provided about half of 
the electricity production in Egypt, bringing power to most of Egypt’s 
villages for the first time. By regulating the flow of the river, the dam also 
increased the cultivatable land in Egypt by around 30 percent and allowed 
development in new areas that were previously inundated annually when 
the river flooded. Then, you will visit workers at an oils and perfume factory 
to learn about this ancient industry. Your day will continue with visiting the 
Temple of Philae. Philae in Greek or Pilak in ancient Egyptian, means ‘the 
end,’ and defined the southernmost limit of Egypt. Back to your Nile cruise 
for lunch. After lunch, you sail onboard a “Felucca”, a typical Nile sailboat, 
and view Kitchener's Island Botanical Garden and the Agha Khan 
Mausoleum. In the evening,enjoy a Nubian Folkloric Show on board. 
Overnight in Aswan. (B,L,D) 
Day 8 Cruise/Cairo Morning check-out and breakfast on board, 
According to your flight time back to Cairo, have an “Optional Tours” to 
visit a Nubian village on Sohail Island. Here you will visit a traditional 
Nubian house to learn about the history and culture of the Nubian people 
over a glass of welcome tea. After your time at the house, take a walk to 
explore the island on your own, stroll through the village, and chat with 
the locals.  Transfer to the airport. Upon arrival in Cairo, transfer to your

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Day 1 Depart USA Depart from US on your overnight flight to Istanbul, Turkey. 
Meals and refreshments served on board.  
Day 2 Arrive Istanbul, Turkey Welcome to Turkey! Upon your arrival in 
Istanbul, clear customs and immigration. Proceed into the arrival area and 
meet your Tour Director. Along the way to your hotel, enjoy an orientation to 
the city.

Spend some time participating in your choice of a variety 
of workshops: ceramic tile art, calligraphy, water marbling (ebru), jewelry, felt, 
carpet weaving, and more. The rest of the day is free to explore. (B)

or take an optional tour to the Spice Bazaar, Ortaköy fishing village and a 
cruise on the Bosphorus.

In Roman times, 
Ephesus was the provincial capital of Asia, with a population of some 250,000 
at the height of its glory. The most significant relic of the site is the immense 
amphitheater that holds 24,000 people and is still used today. You will walk 
along the Sacred Way and see the ingenious water and sewer system that 
was constructed beneath paving stones of marble.  You will also see the 
Temple of Hadrian, a Corinthian-style building with the head of Medusa to 
keep away evil spirits, and the Library of Celsius. Next, continue to Sultanköy, 
where you will participate in one of our Cultural Discovery Series and learn 
about the entire rug-making process.

Day 9 Kuşadasi - Aphrodisias Tour - Pamukkale Tour/Isparta After 
breakfast at your hotel, you will drive to Aphrodisias. Dedicated to the Greek 
goddess of love, Aphrodite, Aphrodisias flourished during the Hellenistic 
period, then later under Roman and Byzantine rule. See the unearthed 
stadium with more than 30,000 seats, the Temple of Aphrodite and Baths of 
Hadrian. Later, continue on to Pamukkale. For countless millennia, a spring 
here has been pouring out streams of hot mineral water. These have plunged 
down the mountain-side creating enormous circular basins fringed by 
stalactites and surrounded by a huge area of smooth, dazzling, white 
calcareous rock. Explore the travertine formations as well as the extensive 
ancient site of Hierapolis where you can soak in the soothing waters of 
Cleopatra Pool and wade in the shallow hot spring pools. After lunch continue 
eastbound to reach your hotel located in Isparta, known as the "rose garden 
of Turkey." During his missionary journeys, St. Paul happened to pass by 
Isparta, and the road he used is now a popular trek known as the "The Path 
of St. Paul". Dinner is at the hotel. (B,L,D) 
Day 10 Isparta - Konya Tour/Cappadocia Enjoy breakfast at your hotel 
and then join in a 3-hour scenic journey to reach the city of Konya in the plains 
of Anatolia. Konya is the home of the whirling dervishes’ founder, Mevlana 
Celaleddin Rumi.
