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In the name of Allah, the Most Gracious, the Most Merciful, and prayers and peace be upon the most
honorable messengers, our master Muhammad and all his family and companions Dear viewers, may
the peace, mercy and blessings of God be upon you.

Today.we will begin a series of learning the biography of the Prophet of our master, the Messenger of
God, may God bless him and grant him peace. We will get to know his story in all its interesting details,
which will increase your curiosity every time you get to know a part of it and you will search for the rest
of the parts. But before we start, we kindly ask you to like the video, subscribe to the channel, and share
the video for the benefit.

Today, we will talk about two main topics:

1_The first topic is the importance of studying the biography of the Prophet.
2_The second topic is the evidence of prophecy.

Before we get to know the importance of studying the Prophet’s biography and study it, we must know
how the Companions used to deal with its study exactly like the Qur’an in terms of memorization,
codification, interpretation and application, and how hard it is to write down the Qur’an, hadith and
biography And they keep clear copies to reach us without distortion or misleading.

The first to write down the biography of the Prophet was Urwa bin Al-Zubayr bin Al-Awwam (may God
be pleased with him).

Let us learn about the importance of studying the biography of the Prophet:

1 _The first importance is that the study of the Prophet’s biography tells us the characteristics of the
Prophet (may God bless him and grant him peace). And his life and his work and how he was dealing.
And this is the reason behind our love and closeness to him and imitating him because if you want to
learn something from someone, you must feel that he believes in it and applies it in his life. Therefore,
we must study the biography of the Prophet, because it is your right as a Muslim to know who you
follow and who is your prophet that you follow with knowledge and understanding.

2_The second importance of the study of the Prophet's biography lies in the interpretation of the verses
that were revealed in many situations in the life of the Prophet (peace and blessings of God be upon
him), such as the invasions and others. This interpretation removes the confusion that occurs during our
interpretation of the Qur'an.it is due to our ignorance of its interpretation and our ignorance of the
strong rules and eloquence of the classical Arabic language, despite the fact that there is no conflict in
the Qur'an.

3_The third importance in our study of the Prophet's biography is that it teaches us how to deal with all
kinds of situations that we encounter in our daily lives and teaches us the methods of leadership,



negotiation and persuasion. These are some of the importance of studying the biography of the
Prophet, and we will learn about the rest while telling the story, God willing.

We will also talk today about the evidence of prophecy, which are very important and which help us in
answering suspicions, which we have divided into two parts so that we can understand them well.

Let's start with the first part:

(before birth)

The evidence began from the supplication of our master Ibrahim, peace be upon him, who was
mentioned in Surat Al-Bagarah when he said: “Our Lord,send among them a Messenger from among
them who recites to them Your verses, teaches them the Book and wisdom, and purifies them. .

Then came our master Moses, peace be upon him, and the prophecies of the Messenger was mentioned
in the Torah, in the message of Moses - peace be upon him -when Allah said: (Those who follow the
Messenger, the unlettered prophet, whom they find written in the Torah and the Gospel).

After that our master Jesus came - peace be upon him - and the prophet’s prophecies were mentioned
in the Bible in his saying: (And when Jesus, son of Mary, said, “O sons of Israel, | am the Messenger of
God to you, confirming what came before me of the Torah and bringing good tidings of a messenger to
come after me, whose name is Ahmad.”) Just as the atheists doubted him. And they said, How is it
mentioned in the name of Ahmad and you call him Muhammad?

What was meant by mentioning Jesus in the name of Ahmad is the adjective, not the name. He was not
born at that time until the name was mentioned.No one named by Ahmad before the birth of the
Prophet so that they would not doubt and say he was referring to another Ahmad who existed before.

(Prophet's lineage)

Also, the offspring of the Messenger, may God bless him and grant him peace, is one of the signs of
prophecy.



As for the lineage of the Messenger, may God bless him and grant him peace,

He is Muhammad ibn Abdullah ibn Abd al-Muttalib ibn Hashim ibn Abd Manaf ibn Qusay ibn Kilab, from
the Quraish tribe and Quraish of the Arabs and the Arabs from the descendants of Ismail ibn Ibrahim,
peace be upon them all.

Qusay, the master of his people, was obedient. This was because his personality was strong and he had
leadership spirit. The Quraish tribe gathered from different places. in the Arabian Peninsula. He was able
to fight Khuza'a and prevent him from entering the Sacred House to take over the reins of government.

As usual, they decided to go to court after many wars. So they went to Yamor bin Awf bin Ka'b, and he
judged that Qusay oversaw the house from Khuza'ah. After that, Qusay built the House of the Nadwa,
where the clergies used to meet and consult on everything related to the Quraish, whether it was
marriage, war, or guidance. Qusay had a great role in drawing the roles of Quraish in Mekkah. He
divided it into neighborhoods. They were required to water and drink. These are two services provided
to pilgrims. Qusay continued to rule until he died, and his son Abd Manaf took over after him.
